On or about 9/23/2025 Falls County will submit a request to the Texas Department of Agriculture - Office of Rural
Affairs (TDA-ORA,) for the release of Texas Community Development Block Grant funds under Title | of the Housing
and Community Development Act of 1974 (P.L. 93-383), as amended, to undertake a project known as
Improvements to the Chilton WWTP and Lift Station CDV23-0043, for the purpose of Administrative and
Engineering Fees and Services and install one (1) generator and all associated appurtenance at 2715 TX-7. Chilton,
Texas 76632 and rehabilitate components at WWTP including temporary bypass system, replacement of clarifier
weirs and scum beach, installation of an auger screen, influent channel improvements, and all associated
appurtenances at 156 County Rd 494N, Chilton, Texas 76632. Falls County has been awarded $500,000.00 in
grant funds and shall contribute $10,000.00 in match funds.

FINDING OF NO SIGNIFICANT IMPACT
Falls County has determined that the project will have no significant impact on the human environment. Therefore,
an Environmental Impact Statement under the National Environmental Policy Act of 1969 (NEPA) is not required.

Comments should
specify which Notice they are addressing.

ENVIRONMENTAL CERTIFICATION
Falls County certifies to TDA-ORA that Jay Elliott in their capacity as County Judge consents to accept the
jurisdiction of the Federal Courts if an action is brought to enforce responsibilities in relation to the environmental
review process and that these responsibilities have been satisfied. TDA-ORA approval of the certification satisfies
its responsibilities under NEPA and related laws and authorities, and allows Falls County to use HUD program
funds.

OBJECTIONS TO RELEASE OF FUNDS
TDA-ORA will accept objections to its release of funds and Falls County's certification for a period of fifteen days
following the anticipated submission date or its actual receipt of the request (whichever is later) only if they are on
one of the following bases: (a) the certification was not executed by the Certifying Officer of Falls County approved
by TDA-ORA (b) Falls County has omitted a step or failed to make a decision or finding required by HUD regulations
at 24 CFR Part 58; (c) the grant recipient or other participants in the development process have committed funds,
incurred costs, or undertaken activities not authorized by 24 CFR Part 58 before approval of a release of funds by
TDA-ORA; or (d) another Federal agency acting pursuant to 40 CFR Part 1504 has submitted a written finding that
the project is unsatisfactory from the standpoint of environmental quality. Objections must be prepared and
submitted in accordance with the required procedures (24 CFR Part 58, Sec. 58.76) and shall be addressed to
